Under 18

All children (under 18) must be accompanied by a responsible adult (either parent or guardian).
Guardians must be age 21 and over and assume full responsibility for the child/children in their
care. The guardian’s signature must appear on the registration form.

A Liability Release Form must be completed by all campers under 18 who attend Midwest Camp
without a parent present.

Campers attending without an adult present are responsible for organizing transportation to and
from camp.

Camp Guidelines

We are guests at Lake Placid. Appropriate behavior is expected of all those attending Camp.
Any camper whose behavior is deemed inappropriate by the camp staff will be subject to
dismissal from the campground.

Repair of damages to rooms, camp property, or the property of others will be the responsibility of
those causing the damage.

Proper modest attire is to be worn at all times (no bikinis or tummy-baring apparel).

Recreation Facilities

Recreational facilities include: paddleboards & rowboats, an indoor gymnasium, human
foosball, cornhole boards, horseshoe pits, gaga ball, outdoor basketball courts, disc golf, sand
volleyball, swimming beach (with a slide, diving board & platform), tetherball poles, playground,
soccer field, sports field for baseball.

What to Bring
